Later, she served as a financial coordinator,
where she developed a multi-generational family financial
program called “Money and Us.” This program is still used
today by various schools and non-profits.

Bringing this experience to her role at the GLCU Foundation
for Financial Empowerment, Jeanette has expanded the
foundation’s housing counseling agency, making it one of the
largest in the state, now serving southern Cook County, Lake
County, McHenry County, and Chicago’s West side. She finds
inspiration in providing opportunities to offer housing and

financial services to new and underserved communities,
expressing that she loves “celebrating with her team as they
partner with clients to achieve their goals.”
